Contact the Student Accounts Office to make tuition payment by July 1.

Your registration statement will be mailed to you during the week of May 30, informing 
you of the classes for which you are registered.

You can add or drop a class after you get your statement.

If you missed priority registration, you can register beginning June 6.

Non-priority registrations are processed in the order received at the 
Registrar’s Office.

Be sure to list alternates for classes to maximize the likelihood that you will 
receive desired courses, as some already may be full.

Continuing students not registered by the end of the nonpriority registra-
tion period will be charged a $50.00 late registration fee.
